ntity of the stores and has not engaged any individual or firm or company whether Indian or foreign tc
ercede, facilitate or in any way to recommend to the BUYER/PRINCIPAL or any of its functionaries, wh
er officially or unofficially to the award of the contract to the BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR, nor has &
amount been paid, promised or intended to be paid to any such individual, firm or company in respec
any such intercession. facilitation or recommendation.

The BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR, either while presenting the bid or during pre-contract negotiations «
efore signing the contract, shall disclose any payment he has made, is committed to or intends to mc
to officials of the BUYER/PRINCIPAL or their family members, agents, brokers or any other intermedial
in connection with the contract and the details of services agreed upon for such payments.

(v) To encash the advance bank guarantee and performance bond/warranty bond, if furnished by the BIC
R/ SELLER/ CONTRACTOR, in order to recover the payments, already made by the BUYER/PRINCIPAL, ¢
g with interest.

(vi) To cancel all or any other contracts with the BIDDER/ SELLER/CONTRACTOR and the BIDDER/SELLER/C
TRACTOR shall be liable to pay compensation for any loss or damage to the BUYER/PRINCIPAL resultir
rom such cancellation/rescission and the BUYER/PRINCIPAL shall be entitled to deduct the amount so |
able from the money(s) due to the BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR.

(vii)  To debar the BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR from participating in future bidding processes of the BUYE
RINCIPAL for a minimum period of five years, which may be further extended at the discretion of the E

(viii) To recover all sums of paid in violation this Pact by BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR(s) to any middlemen
agent or broken with a view to securing the contract.

(ix) In cases where irrevocable Letters of Credit have been received in respect of any contract signed by th
UYER/PRINCIPAL with the BIDDER SELLER/CONTRACTOR, the same shall not be opened.

(x) If the BIDDER /SELLER/CONTRACTOR or any employee of the BIDDER/SELLER/ CONTRACTOR or any pe

n acting on behalf of the BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR, either directly or indirectly, is closely related
any of the officers of the BUYER/PRINCIPAL, or alternatively, if any close relative of an officer of the Bl
R/PRINCIPAL has financial interest/stake in the BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR's firm, the same shall bt
sclosed by the BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR at the time of tilling of tender. Any failure to disclose ti
nterest involved shall entitle the BUYER/PRINCIPAL to rescind the contract without payment of any co
ensation to the BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR.

In case of any allegation of violation of any provisions of this Pact or payment of commission, the BUY
PRINCIPAL or its agencies shall be entitled to examine all the documents including the Books of Accou
of the BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR and the BIDDER/SELLER/CONTRACTOR shall provide necessary i
rmation of the relevant documents and shall extend all possible help for the purpose of such examini

11. LAW AND PLACE OF JURISDICTION
This Pact is subject to Indian Law, the place of performance and jurisdiction shall be the seat of the Bl

12. OTHER LEGAL ACTIONS
The actions stipulated in this Integrity Pact are without prejudice to any other legal action that may fi
w in accordance with the provisions of the any other law in force relating to any civil or criminal proce
ngs.

13.1. The validity of this Integrity Pact shall be from the date of its signing and extend up to 5 years or the co
ete execution of the contract to the satisfaction of both the BUYER/PRINCIPAL and the BIDDER/SELLER
NTRACTOR whichever is later, In case BIDDER/SELLER /CONTRACTOR is unsuccessful, this Integrity P
shall expire after six months from the date of the signing of the contract.
